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1. Annotation

The course will first discuss the theoretical approaches, intellectual and disciplinary orientations in
the study of social movements, and how these have developed and changed over time. The course will
examine, grievances and collective behavior theory, rational choice and resource mobilization theory,
political process model, framing, and collective identity formation. After the theoretical foundation
has been established, the course will examine social movements and activism in a transnational and
global context, by looking at the connections between activists working at different levels (local,
national, and global), examining the spillover effect, analyzing the effectiveness of violent vs.
nonviolent movements, examining the role of INGO’s and international institutions, and the use of
social media in facilitating social change.

2. The level of knowledge required from the students

The students should have advanced knowledge in Political Science and International Relations.
Additionally, basic knowledge about social movements will be an asset.

3. Objectives

The main objective of this course is to introduce the role of social movements in contemporary
interational relations on domestic and international level. At the same time, the course addresses the
issues of mass and resource mobilization, the problem of collective identity, the issue of violence, and
SO on.
