Strategy, Information, and the
Future

This course is designed to introduce the most
fundamental concepts in strategy and innovation
management. The objective is to understand the drivers of
differences in profitability across firms to design
managerial recommendations that improve those profits,
including proposed innovations that can disrupt market
leadership. A core element of the course is the practice of
direct data collection for the purposes of competitiveness
as well as general problem solving.

Additionally, this course examines the theory and practice
of grand strategy in historical and contemporary contexts
from a variety of analytical perspectives. It defines grand
strategy as ‘the calculated relation of means to large ends’.
It focuses on how parts relate to the whole in whatever an
individual, a corporation or a nation might be seeking to
accomplish. The strategists considered range over some
two and a half millennia. Some represent the best thinking
and writing on this subject; others exemplify success and
failure in the implementation of grand strategy. From a
careful examination of them, we expect you to extract a
set of principles for the making of grand strategy that will
be useful in any future leadership role in which you may
be called upon to connect desired ends with available
means.
